The National Guardôs 

mission is to maintain well-trained and equipped units available for prompt mobilization in wartime as well as 

provide relief assistance in national emergencies. Of the 54 National Guard organizations, the 109th is 

frequently recognized for its work supporting the NSF (National Science Foundation) and the United States 

Antarctic research efforts. One such mission was the October 1999 rescue of Dr. Jerry Nielsen from an isolated 

base in Antarctica. The 109th Airlift Wing was chosen because it is the only unit in the United States military 

equipped with ski landing gear.
